Shelby Vegas Bash: Track Rules


We are running on the bigger road course outside of the Las Vegas Motor Speedway. This is a rain or shine event.  The format will be the same as last year’s Bash.

This is NOT a race. This is Open Track for people to enjoy their cars in a NO PRESSURE, NON COMPETITIVE environment.  Safety is our first priority, not how fast you can run someone down and stay on their bumper. 

There are three classes to run your cars in: 

Group I (Advanced): Race Prepared Cars and Experienced drivers 
Group II (Intermediate): Modified Cars and Experienced Drivers
Group III (Novice): Stock Cars and Inexperienced Drivers

Group III - "Novice" is a speed controlled group with three pace cars. The goal is for everyone to follow these cars and learn the correct line of the track.  This is a slower pace for people to learn the lines, learn how your car handles, or have instructors in the car with you for hands on instruction. Convertibles are allowed in this class.

Group II - "Intermediate". Safety is our first priority. Convertibles will be allowed in this class, Roll bars highly recommended.  Passing will be allowed in designated areas.


Group I "Advanced" is for cars that have had the brakes, tires, and the seat belts modified. All open top vehicles must have a roll bar installed and have shoulder harness installed (arm restraints required in all open vehicles). Passing on the straights only is allowed. (NO CORNER PASSING).


We will have limited number of driving instructors available to give you help along the way. A drivers meeting will be held early each morning and you must attend each morning or you will NOT get on the track. 
You are ultimately responsible for making sure the car you are driving or riding in is safe. Please download and fill out and bring the Tech Sheet and Driver Medical documents with you. Check your tire thread thickness, tire pressures, brake pads and rotors, and meeting other rules below. Our inspectors will provide a courtesy safety check and answer any questions you have. Passing a courtesy tech is not a guarantee that the vehicle that you are driving / riding in is safe.


Basic rules: 
This Event is rain or shine. (No re-schedule dates.)

You must provide your own helmet to be in the car at the track. Type SA00 or SA05.

Long pants and long sleeve shirts must be worn.

You must attend the drivers meeting to get on the track.

Convertibles will be allowed in group II and group III, however top must be up. 

You must keep your arms and hands inside the vehicle or close your windows.

Remove all loose items from the interior and trunk. (Example: No ice chests, extra helmets, or items that may shift around) 

Turn off radios and air conditioning while in the track area.

Batteries must be tied down

Coolant overflow bottle must be in place

Race prepared vehicles only in group one (experienced class passing allowed)

Open top vehicles (example Cobra’s) must have roll bar installed and must have should harness and  must have arm restraints.

If you have to be warned about you’re driving more than once you will sit out the day to watch everyone else show you how it is suppose to be done. 

The track official’s decisions on any matter are final.
